Guidelines for poster presentations
Poster Sessions 

· Each poster has been allocated to one of two poster sessions.  Posters in the first session will be mounted from Sunday afternoon to Monday evening and the second set of posters will be mounted from Tuesday morning to Wednesday lunchtime. 
· Each poster will be allocated a poster board that corresponds to the abstract code number.  Posters should be mounted and removed by the presenters themselves at the following times:

Poster Session 1:

Mounted between 1600 and 1800 hours on Sunday 16th May and removed between 1730 and 1830 hours on Monday 17th May.  
Presenters should stand by their poster to discuss the content with delegates from 1000 to 1030 hours and from 1230 to 1300 hours on Monday 17th May.

Poster Session 2:

Mounted between 0700 and 0900 hours on Tuesday 18th May and removed between 1230 and 1330 hours on Wednesday 19th May.  
Presenters should stand by their poster to discuss the content with delegates from 1000 to 1030 hours and from 1230 to 1300 hours on Tuesday 18th May.

Poster dimensions and material; attaching on panels
· Your poster should be not be larger than approximately A0 size (841 mm wide x 1189 mm long) or similar. Poster boards are 1 metre wide by 2 metres high.

· Posters should be made of paper or thin cardboard. Heavy board materials may be difficult to keep in position on the panel.

· Posters should be attached using velcro, this will be provided by the secretariat staff at the venue.
Poster numbering
· Your poster will be numbered.  

· You will find the number of your poster in the Programme that you will receive at the registration desk.  

· You will be allocated a poster panel which will have your poster number on it.  


Content and layout
· Make sure that the content of your poster matches the information you submitted in your abstract. It is what your audience expects.

· The amount of written text should be kept to a minimum by using keywords and phrases.

· Clearly labelled schemes, formulae, graphs, diagrams and pictures convey the meaning more readily than a closely printed text. 

· Keep the layout simple.

· The colours and the background should be sufficiently contrasting (e.g. dark-green letters on dark-blue background should be avoided).
